7-15d (added); CAPFLIGHT CALLSIGN PROCEDURES:

WHAT IS THE CAPFLIGHT CALLSIGN?


The CAPflight callsign replaces the aircraft tail number in all radio communications and flight plan filing.  It is a nationwide system approved by the FAA and FCC for use on all aircraft and CAP frequencies.  Each wing has a unique four-digit numbering system beginning with the first two digits of its charter number.  The North Dakota Wing uses callsigns from 3300 to 3399.

WHEN IS IT USED?


Corporate aircraft will use the assigned CAPflight callsign at all times.  Member-furnished aircraft may be assigned a CAPflight callsign by the Mission Coordinator while on reimbursable missions.

CAN THE AIRCRAFT TAIL NUMBER STILL BE USED?


No, unless specifically requested by the customer and approved by the Wing Commander on certain missions.

HOW IS THE CALLSIGN PRONOUNCED?


“CAPFLIGHT” followed by the numerals spoken in group format.  Example:

CAPflight 3364, is pronounced “CAPFLIGHT THIRTY-THREE SIXTY-FOUR” (do not use CAPFlight three-three six four).

WHAT ABOUT STATE RADIO?


North Dakota Wing uses the state radio callsign when communicating on State Radio channels (frequencies).  This callsign is a four-digit number beginning with “91” and ending with the last two digits of the CAPflight callsign.  The state callsign is spoken in group format.  Example: 9164 is pronounced “NINETY-ONE SIXTY-FOUR” (do not use “Nine one six four”).

HOW DO I FILE A FLIGHT PLAN USING THE CAPFLIGHT CALLSIGN?


The three letter designator “CPF” is used within the ATC computer system in place of the spoken word “CAPFFLIGHT”.  Flight plans must be filed using the FAA designator “CPF” followed by the four-digit number.  It is important to note that the designator “CAP” is not authorized for CAP use.  The remarks section of the flight plan must also include the voice callsign “CAPFLIGHT ####” and the aircraft N number.
