CAP FLIGHT MANAGEMENT

2-5b.1). (added): Flights are authorized up to 50 NM into the Minnesota, South Dakota and Montana Wings without Wing Commander Approval.  Flights of greater length or flights involving remaining over night (RON) require prior Wing commander approval.  Such approval will be accomplished in advance on NDWg Form 60-7 or by e-mail.  If e-mail is used, the same information that is on the NDWing Form 60-7 is required; a copy of the e-mail and approval is to be printed out and maintained in the pilot’s personal records.

2-7a. (added):  Each subordinate unit, with flight activities, will submit the required information indicated in CAPR 60-1 para 2-8 to arrive at the North Dakota Wing Headquarters no later than the 5th of the month following the activity month.

2-8j 1). (added):  Initial designation for the following positions will be accomplished after the member has fulfilled the necessary training requirements, and those requests will be submitted using the appropriate ND Wg Form listed below.  Yearly application for re-designation will be submitted, using the same forms, no later than 31 January each calendar year.  Copies of the appropriate completed forms will be maintained in the pilot file and Wing Master Pilot File.


a. CAPForm 5 Check Pilot, ND Wing Form 60-1.


b. Mission Check Pilot, ND Wing Form 60-12.


c. CAP Cadet Orientation Pilot, ND Wing Form 60-3.


d. AFROTC Orientation Pilot, ND Wing Form 60-4.

2-8k.  (added):  ND Wing Form 60-13 (Attch 19), ND Wing Mission Review Board, will be accomplished as well on initial designation of the pilot positions listed above, as well as for all other CAP Pilots.  See ND Wing Supplement to CAPR 60-3.

2-8l. (added):  The North Dakota Wing Operations office will maintain duplicate flight file documents for each North Dakota Wing pilot.  It is the unit operations officer’s responsibility to forward copies of flight documents to the Wing Director of Operations or designee as soon as possible after completion.  This information will be used to validate the National Headquarters Flight Management System (FMS), and to publish the Pilot Roster for Flight Release Officers (FRO) on at least a monthly basis.  Electronic submission is solicited.  Failure to do so may delay updating the roster, thus affecting the eligibility of the pilot for flight release.  In addition to those records required by CAPR 60-1 para 2-8, the following NDWg Forms are also required.


a. Agreement for current calendar year, NDWg Form 60-5. 


b. Pilot Flight File Table of Contents, NDWg Form 60-8. 


c. Mission Review Board letter, NDWg Form 60-13. 

2-16a. (added):  Aircraft Take-Off and landings are prohibited with ground reports of wind speeds greater than 25 knots, including gusts, regardless of wind direction.
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2.21.  (added):  Low Level Route Surveys.  The Civil Air Patrol supports the United States Air Force in its efforts to ensure Low Level Routes and MOA’s are safe.  This mission is accomplished at a low level to identify newly erected towers or other obstacles that may have been placed in the training areas.  Safety is of the utmost concern during these missions.

a. Requests for a Low Level Route Survey will be made to the Wing State Director of Liaison Services at least thirty (30) days in advance.

b. A project officer will be appointed by the Wing Commander through the Director of Operations and will coordinate the entire survey through the Wing State Director of Liaison Services office.

1). The Project Officer will ensure that only mission qualified pilots, instrumented rated, if possible, have been selected for the survey.

2). The Project Officer is responsible for providing the pre-mission briefings, weather briefings, etc.

3). The Project Officer will ensure that CAP/USAF personnel understand that the CAP pilot is the pilot in command during the actual mission.

4). The Project Officer will coordinate any change in existing plans with the Wing State Director of Liaison Services, USAF personnel, aircrew, Director of Operations and the Wing Commander. 


c. The Pilot in Command will be appointed by the Project Officer.

1). The Pilot in Command must carry a current Civil Air Patrol membership card and CAPForm 101 during the mission.

2). The Pilot in Command is responsible for completing and submitting, to Wing Headquarters, all mission forms, i.e., CAPForm’s 108, 103, 121, 104, 9, etc., attaching original fuel receipts to the CAPForm 108 and submitting this mission paperwork package to Wing Headquarters immediately upon close of the mission, to arrive at Wing Headquarters within five (5) days of mission closure.

3). The Pilot in Command will refuse any request which the pilot feels will endanger their crew or aircraft during the mission.

d. Cancellation of mission if weather is marginal VFR or worse or for any other reason must be coordinated with the Project Officer.

3-2d 6). (added):  For appointment of CAP Instructor Pilot use ND Wing Form 60-11. 

3-2e 5). (added): For appointment of CAP Check Pilot use ND Wing Form 60-1. 

3-2f 7). (added): For appointment of CAP Cadet Orientation Pilot use ND Wing Form 60-3. 

3-2h 4). (added): Have received review by the North Dakota Wing Mission Review Board. See ND Wing Supplement to CAPR 60-3 and ND Wing Form 60-13. 

3-4a 5). (added): North Dakota Wing Contract, ND Wing Form 60-5. 

3-5. (added): A request for a CAPForm 5 flight check by a non-CAP check pilot, in accordance with above) must have prior approval by the Wing Commander or as his designee the Wing Operations Officer.  As CAP specific items must be addressed by at CAPForm 5 check pilot, arrangements for this portion must also be made in advance of the check flight.

3-5k. (added): All North Dakota Wing Pilots will annually accomplish the Online Flight Release Officer Course.  The certificate of completion will be maintained in the pilot flight file.

4-9a 6). (added): All North Dakota Wing Flight Release Officers (FRO) will be approved by the Wing Commander or his designee.  FRO appointment documentation will be kept in the pilot flight records, or if a non-pilot, in the CAPForm 115, Emergency Services File.
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
