CIVIL AIR PATROL SAFETY RESPONSIBILITIES AND PROCEDURES AND THE   MAURICE E. COOK SAFETY AWARD

5a. (added):  Maurice E. Cook annual safety award is presented at the annual Wing Conference to the unit with the highest “safety scores”.  The winning unit will keep and maintain the traveling trophy until the following Wing Conference.  

(1).  At the end of each calendar year the Wing Safety Officer will determine the total points earned by each squadron, using the following criteria.


(a).  Monthly safety briefings are mandatory and must be reported on NDWingForm 62-1 to arrive at Wing Headquarters no later than the 10th of the month following the activity month.  Form submitted must be the original, signed, form with no typewritten names in block 7.  5 points will be awarded for submission not to exceed 10 points per month.

 (b). Safety briefings which utilize an outside organization guest speaker that is a professional in the area presented.  Note the speaker’s profession in block 2 of the report.  5 points.



(c). Safety briefings which utilize video/tape/movie presentation, 5 points.


(d). Aircraft/vehicles will be inspected annually by the Wing Safety Officer or appointed representative.  20 point maximum.

(e). Each unit member completing a phase of the FAA pilot proficiency program during the calendar year, 20 points. Wing staff members closely associated with a squadron will have their wings credit tallied for that squadron.

(f). Any unit having a member(s) involved in an accident/incident while engaging in authorized cap activities will be ineligible for the award for that year
(g).  NDWgForm 62-1 must be used for reporting both monthly safety information and FAA pilot proficiency information.

8a. (added): The FAA Pilot Proficiency Program (PPP) is an item of special interest within all unit safety programs.  The wing Safety Officer will insure that each unit is thoroughly briefed on the importance and benefits of the program during the annual safety visit to each unit.

8b. (added): Unit Safety Officers will report to the Wing Safety Officer on progress of the FAA Pilot proficiency Program (PPP) monthly within their units.  This report, NDWg Form 62-1, will contain names and phase completed.  Members will be eligible to wear the PPP patch on flight clothing upon completion of the first phase of the program if that completion has been reported to and documented with the Wing Safety Officer.
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
