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CIVIL AIR PATROL AIRCRAFT MAINTENANCE MANAGEMENT

4a. (added):  A Maintenance Officer, over 21 years of age, will be appointed by each squadron

that has a corporate aircraft assigned or in their possession temporarily. 

4b. (added):  Each aircraft will be required to fly a minimum of 17 hours, minimum, per month or 200 hours per year.

4c. (added):  Squadrons must have corporate aircraft at all training exercises and must respond to 75% of all actual missions unless excused by the Wing Commander.

4d. (added):  Aircraft log, NDWg form 60-2, will be submitted to Wing Headquarters to arrive no later than the 5th of the month following the activity month.  A negative report is required.

4e. (added):  Squadron’s must review the aircraft maintenance log monthly.  Any discrepancies noted should be acted upon. Upon satisfactory completion the maintenance log sheet should be removed to prevent duplication of the maintenance action.
9i. (added):  A Purchase Order will be obtained from Wing Aircraft Management Officer, ND/LGM,  prior to having any work accomplished on a corporate aircraft.
9j. (added):  Major and minor maintenance will be done at the direction of the Wing Logistics or Wing Aircraft Management officer.  No maintenance will be started without a wing purchase order number assigned.  Purchase order number must be on all invoices and packing slips pertaining to the maintenance.

14b(1).  (added): Contract pilots wishing to fly the corporate aircraft will pay: C172, $18.00 hourly rate plus fuel, C182, $22.00 hourly rate plus fuel.

14b(2).  (added): All aircraft fees are DRY and includes all maintenance costs and 100 hour or annual oil changes. The pilot is responsible for fuel costs and it will be fueled after the completion of each proficiency flight.

14b(3). (added): Each pilot will be on contract, NDWg Form 60-4, to fly corporate aircraft.  A copy of that contract will be forwarded to Wing Headquarters, Director of Flight Operations, ND/DOO.
14b(4). (added): To make payment for above:  Include a memo telling what expense(s) the payment covers.
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
