NORTH DAKOTA WING SAFETY PROGRAM

2004 ACCIDENT PREVENTION PLAN

24 January 2004

SAFETY EDUCATION:

1. Unit safety meetings will be conducted on a monthly basis and reports will be submitted monthly (NO LATER THAN THE 10TH OF THE MONTH FOLLOWING THE REPORT MONTH) to the Wing Safety Officer.

2. All new members, both cadet and senior, will receive a basic safety orientation from the Wing or Squadron Safety Officer or designated assistant to include safety concerns in the operation of 12 passenger vans.  Vehicle commander will ensure all passengers utilize seatbelts prior to vehicle being placed in motion.  Vehicles will be operated with headlights on.

3. Posters, accident prevention material and items of major interest will be posted on Wing and Unit bulletin boards.  News items of special note will be presented verbally.





4. Pilots are urged to attend FAA Safety Seminars and to participate in the FAA Pilot Proficiency Program.  Aircraft identification lights must be used within 10 miles an airport when intending to land.  On controlled or uncontrolled landing sites, every procedure possible will be attempted via VHF transmission announcing your intentions.  All federal, State and local regulations will be adhered to without exception.  Aircraft commanders will be solely responsible for the securing of the aircraft after each operation.  All aircraft will be tied down and choked, or turned over to a responsible agency, or operator.  At no time will aircraft commanders permit boarding or deplaning of personnel when engine or engines are running.

5. A complete and current PIF on safety, regulations and supplements will be maintained by each squadron.

6. A minimum of one flight clinic will be conducted annually by Wing.

7. CAP Form 26 will be utilized for recommending safety improvement measures or to report unsafe condition, equipment hazards etc.

8. Safety officers will interface with other accident prevention specialists and/or organizations to promote and conduct safety programs.

9. An internal safety survey will be conducted annually.  Each Safety officer will provide their commander with a copy of the survey indicating discrepancies and required corrective action.  A copy of each Unit Safety Survey will be forwarded to the Wing Safety officer.   Attachment to CAPR 62-1 contains a Sample Safety Survey Form.

ACCIDENT PROCEDURES:

1. All accidents will be reported on CAPForm 78.

2. Accident investigation will be conducted in accordance with CAPR 62-1.

FLIGHT OPERATIONS SAFETY:

1. Each Safety Officer will interface with the Flight Operations Officer to ensure maximum compliance with flight safety in accordance with CAPR 62-1.
